Failure to provide notif ication may result in membership being automatically revoked.   A member is given one term to raise their cumulative GPA to minimum  
st andards.  A person currently incarcerated is ineligible for membership. An individual convicted of a felony, or any crime whosepotential sentence is greater than 
one year, may be considered for membership three years following completion of all conditions of sentencing, including probation.
